REFLECTION
These ten unfortunates caught Jesus’ attention by a
simple cry of faith, and they obeyed his command,
which constituted a promise of healing.

Pointedly Jesus asks
about the other nine. They too had been cured because
of faith; but the foreigner’s gratitude had led him to a
more profound relationship with Jesus. The first
reading provides close parallels with the gospel.
Naaman finally obeys Elisha’s order; then he returns to
give thanks. In recognition of the one God, Naaman
will offer sacrifice only on an altar erected upon earth
from Israel. The letter sent by Paul from prison exhorts

us to remain faithful to Jesus to the end.
