REFLECTION

So much happens in today’s Gospel- from Jesus’ entry into
Jerusalem amid the adoring crowd to the Passover meal
with his disciples, to his betrayal by one of them, his arrest
and trial on trumped-up charges, his denunciation by the
crowd (turned fickle), his flogging like a common criminal,
his terrible and yet triumphant death on a cross, and finally
his burial. Knowing all this was to come, why does Jesus
‘eagerly desire” to share the Passover meal with his
disciples? What does Jesus want the disciples (and us) to
grasp? Jesus calls his disciples to pay attention so that
they will look back on the fearful events of the coming days
and understand that his sacrificial death brings not only
resurrection for him but also deliverance for them from the
bondage that is associated with sin and death as far back
as Adam and Eve. Indeed, soon after Jesus’ death and
resurrection, his disciples began to share a common meal
in remembrance of him. In the early Church this grew into
our Eucharist. Today, as we receive the Eucharist, let us
recall with great gratitude the sacrifice that Jesus made for
us.
